Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 2nd March 2017
in Kirkby on Bain Primary School Hall at 7.00 pm

1 member of the public brought up the matter of litter in several areas, one being just outside the Parish boundary.  She said she would telephone Lincolnshire Highways regarding the issue.  The Chairman said he thought it would be good to have it on the next meeting agenda to see if the matter had been resolved.

Chairman’s Remarks:  The Chairman welcomed everyone and thanked them 
for giving their time.  He concluded that it had been very quiet since the 
previous meeting.

To approve the notes of the meeting held on 5th January 2017 as minutes:  These were proposed by Councillor Briscombe and seconded by Councillor Stones and resolved unanimously to be correct.  They were signed by the Chairman.

Village Signs Update:  Councillor Tydeman said he had nothing to update at present as the matter was currently with “Signs and Lines” at Lincolnshire Highways and he was still waiting to hear from them.

Community Speed Watch Update:  Councillor Tydeman informed the meeting that this was also the case with the Community Speed Watch Scheme.  He couldn’t approach them until he heard back from Lincolnshire Highways.

Annual Parish Meeting Report Update:  Councillor Briscombe informed the meeting that the Annual Parish Meeting had been arranged for Thursday 18th May 2017.  The format was going to be made up of 3 guest speakers, a 15 minute presentation by the Primary School, a photography competition and a tray bake.  It would be an opportunity for the public to meet Parish Councillors on an 
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informal basis and would hopefully be as successful as last year with refreshments also on offer.  Fliers had already been distributed around the Parish.  An autumn event involving a possible duck race, worm charming and apples was also beginning to be discussed.

Equinox Festival Update:  The Chairman said he had not yet met with any other Parish Councils regarding the festival and asked the clerk to chase this matter up.

Broadband Update:  Councillor Fitzaden-Gray said he had been to a broadband summit held by the local MP Victoria Atkins.  He stated it was standing room only as there was well over 100 people in attendance.  He was told that Kirkby on Bain was still on track to receive superfast broadband by the Spring and had seen some BT activity in the area.  Councillor Tydeman said he had put his postcode into the BT website and it came up with nothing for Kirkby on Bain.  The Chairman asked the clerk to approach Mr Paul Bimson again for clarification on this as he knew it would be a hot topic at the Annual Parish Meeting.
